Hampton.  South on Hwy 56 to Hwy 19.  Left (east) on Hwy 19 approx 0.5mi to the Whitson Farm on the left. 

From Rochester:  North on 52 to Hwy 19 exit in Cannon Falls.  Left (west) on Hwy 19 approx 5mi to Whitson 
Farm on the right. 

From Cannon Falls:  Hwy 19 west approx 5mi to Whitson Farm on the right. 

From Northfield:  Hwy 19 east to Hwy 19/56 (Stanton).  Left (north) on Hwy 19/56 to the Hwy 19 split.  Right 
(east) on Hwy 19 1/4 mile to Whitson Farm on the left.
